ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION TO Ph.D. PROGRAMME:

As per DAV University regulations and UGC Minimum Standards and Procedure for
Award of PhD Degree Regulations, 2022 issued dated 07.11.2022:

1. A 1-year/2-semester master's degree programme after a 4-year/8-semester bachelor’s
degree programme or a 2-year/4-semester master’s degree programme after a 3-year
bachelor’s degree programme or qualifications declared equivalent to the master’s degree
by the corresponding statutory regulatory body, with at least 55% marks in aggregate or
its equivalent grade in a point scale wherever grading system is followed or equivalent
qualification from a foreign educational institution accredited by an assessment and
accreditation agency which is approved, recognized or authorized by an authority,
established or incorporated under a law in its home country or any other statutory
authority in that country to assess, accredit or assure quality and standards of the
educational institution. A relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may be allowed
for those belonging to SC/ST/OBC (non-creamy layer)/Differently-Abled, Economically
Weaker Section (EWS) and other categories of candidates as per the decision of the
Commission from time to time. Provided that a candidate seeking admission after a 4-
year/8-semester bachelor’s degree programme should have a minimum of 75% marks in
aggregate or its equivalent grade on a point scale wherever the grading system is
followed. A relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may be allowed for those
belonging to SC/ST/OBC (non-creamy layer)/Differently-Abled, Economically Weaker
Section (EWS) and other categories of candidates as per the decision of the Commission
from time to time

2. Candidates who have completed the M.Phil. programme with at least 55% marks in
aggregate or its equivalent grade in a point scale wherever grading system is followed or
equivalent qualification from a foreign educational institution accredited by an
assessment and accreditation agency which is approved, recognized or authorized by an
authority, established or incorporated under a law in its home country or any other
statutory authority in that country to assess, accredit or assure quality and standards of
educational institutions, shall be eligible for admission to the Ph.D. programme. A
relaxation of 5% marks or its equivalent grade may be allowed for those belonging to
SC/ST/OBC (non-creamy layer)/Differently-Abled, Economically Weaker Section
(EWS) and other categories of candidates as per the decision of the Commission from
time to time.

e An entrance test will be held for admission to Ph.D Programme on
December 24, 2023.

e The candidates who have qualified/received UGC(NET/JRF)/ UGC-CSIR (JRF)
examination/SLET/ GATE/INSPIRE/GPAT/ICAR-SRF (PGS)/ Rajiv Gandhi Fellowship
awardees/Maulana Azad National Fellowship/JEST/teacher fellowship holder or have
passed M.Phil. from DAV University, Jalandhar and foreign candidates sponsored by
ICCR or any other department of Government of India will be exempted from Ph.D
eligibility test but they need to apply online before the due date to be

considered for interview

PERSONAL INTERVIEW

Eligible Candidates (qualified in the entrance test and exempted from entrance test) will be
called for personal interview.

a) The candidate possesses the competence for the proposed research;
b) The research work can be suitably undertaken at the University
¢) The proposed area of research can contribute to new/additional knowledge.

Qualifying the test and interview will not entitle a candidate to claim for admission
in the University. Final selection of the candidate will be subject to availability and
consent of the research supervisor.
